EVENT CATEGORIES 

FINE ART- 2-D: For artists/hobbyists who create 

and execute original artwork through DRAWING, 

PAINTING, PHOTOGRAPHY, DIGITAL ART, 

PRINTMAKING, 2-D MIXED MEDIA, etc. 

FINE ART- 3-D: For artists/hobbyists who create 

and execute original artwork through GLASS, 

JEWELRY, METAL, SCULPTURE, 3-D MIXED MEDIA, 

CLAY, WOOD, etc.  

WOOLCRAFT SHOW: For artisans and hobbyists 

who create objects specifically with wool from 

sheep. 

ENTRY INFORMATION 

Entry Fee: $15 per entry 

Shipping Information: Address for shipping will 

be included in the online entry through CaFÉ™. A 

return label must be included with the artwork 

for return shipping of unsold items. Hand delivery 

and pickup is also available. 

ALL artwork must arrive by July 10th, 2024 or be 

hand delivered by 9 a.m., July 12th.

Join us for the 2nd annual Wyoming Sheep & Wool Festival (WS&WF) Art show, contest, and silent auction. The art show 

will feature fine artwork and woolcrafts centered around the sheep and wool industries. Enter your art and woolcrafts to 

be eligible for prize money totaling $800. Enter in either of three categories: Fine Art- 2-D, Fine Art- 3-D, and Woolcrafts. 

Cash prizes will be awarded for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd placings in all categories. The top two placings of each category will 

compete for Grand and Reserve Champion of the Art and Woolcraft Show.  The winner of the Fine Art- 2-D category will 

be the poster artwork for the 2025 Wyoming Sheep & Wool Festival. People’s and Children’s Choice will also be awarded.

 Entry to the auction is optional and should be 

indicated upon application submission.  

 The Art Show is open to ALL Media. See event 

categories.

JURIED INFORMATION: 

EXHIBITION: Artists will submit entries by June 15th, 

2024. These entries will be juried by June 23rd, 2024 

and artists notified via email of acceptance or non-

acceptance to the Art Show. Accepted pieces must be 

received by July 10th (mail delivery) or 9 a.m., July 12th 

(hand delivery).   

JURORS: Show is juried by leading art professionals in 

the art community. Jurors are encouraged to select 

artwork suitable for commercial art purposes as the 

work will be used to promote the WS&WF.   

SALES:  

Proceeds of sale at the art auction or otherwise 

through the WS&WF will be shared as follows: 30% of 

the proceeds to the WS&WF, with the balance to the 

artist. 

ACCEPTED WORK:  

The WS&WF Art Committee reserves the right to 

remove any works from the exhibition based on 

special installation circumstances or discrepancies 

between the juried images and actual work.   

All accepted work must remain on display until the 

end of the exhibition July 14th, 2024.
